


• 7963 votes received 

• 5122 confirmed votes of Kazakhstani citizens by ballot paper 
(Mazhilis)  

• 651 regional polling stations  





• 8 fake accounts, 1 page and 1 fake chatbot Bayge were created to 
disorient Kazakhstanis. 

• a spam attack was organised when ballots in favour of Nur Otan were 
sent out with erotic content (frequency every second/every few 
minutes throughout election day) 



A minimum of 2,225 Kazakhstanis failed to 
send us their votes to the Bayge chatbot 
because of:  

•  a spam attack on chatbots, WhatsApp 
and Telegram numbers in favour of the 
Nur Otan party; 

• Internet blocking on election day; 

• 237 Kazakhstanis reported pressure 
from election commission members for 
trying to photograph a ballot paper and 
fold it. 



Voters generally 
considered only 
two political parties 

• Nur Otan - direct association with the authoritarian leader 
Nursultan Nazarbayev 

• AkZhol – “smart protest voting” method to steal votes from 
Nur Otan in favour of the pro-government AkZhol party 



Kazakhstanis via the chatbot Bayge 
have predominantly given their 
votes in favour of the AkZhol party 
in support of the smart protest 
voting.

Low support for other 
political parties reflects: 

 

•  citizens' distrust of the 
electoral process; 

• citizens' distrust of parties 
and their programmes; 

• the absence of real 
political competition; 

• a ban on campaigning for 
everyone except Nur Otan; 

• political persecution for 
protesting against Nur Otan. 
 



• in Aktau, Almaty and Astana 
votes were given in favour of the 
AkZhol party protest voting by a 
huge margin. 

• in Petropavlovsk, Shymkent and 
outside Kazakhstan, votes were 
predominantly given to Nur 
Otan.

Chatbot Alaman – collection of data from observers and 
analysis of falsifications made at the PECs through the 
data received from the PEC results protocols. 

Of the 162 protocols received on the Alaman chatbot, 71 
were rejected:  

• incomplete protocols received by observers (only 
one page was hanging on the information board of 
the PEC), for example PEC No. 441 in Uralsk; 

• incorrectly drawn protocols (no commission 
members indicated/number of the commission, 
figures do not match), e.g. Aktobe region PEC No. 
493. 

• voter turnout is more than 70%. 

 



Election fraud took place in two stages:  

• at the electoral commissions - reflected 
in the electoral commission protocols 
that observers were able to obtain. 

• at the CEC: what the election 
commission members did not manage 
to falsify was finished off at the CEC. 

 

School No. 12 in Astana recorded 
‘carousel voting' : 
Each of the 9 members of the polling 
station were preparing to throw in 50 
ballot papers.  
 
On the screenshots it is recorded how 
teachers report how many times they 
have voted. One writes that she voted 
four times, the other that she voted 
twice. 



Examples of protocols with gross violations (Aktobe 
region/Semey) 

 



• Over 600 independent observers 
in Kazakhstan have been 
subjected to various forms of 
pressure. 

• The presence of an observer 
reduced electoral fraud by 30 % 
(in Central Kazakhstan there 
were virtually no independent 
observers left due to 
repression).  

• Election commission members 
participated in electoral fraud 
and refused to provide results 
protocols.

The example of Balkhash city shows the 
difference in what happened at the polling 
stations in the absence of independent 
observers. 
 
At such polling stations, Nur Otan received 
78.3% according to election commission 
protocols. 
 
In the cities Semey, Almaty, Uralsk, observers 
also recorded ballot stuffing and falsification 
of election results by members of the 
commissions. But the percentage of stolen 
votes in such polling stations is lower.

On 28 December 2020  
in Balkhash city 
Azamat Rayev was 
attacked after trying to 
sign up as an 
independent observer 
for the parliamentary 
elections. 



Falsification at the level of the CEC: 
What could not be falsified through the 
election results protocols because of 
observers at the PECs was finished off 
at the expense of inactive voters at the 
CEC. 

The low turnout was a key to the 
falsification of parliamentary election 
results.

The suggestion that the authorities 
initially planned to falsify the election 
results through inactive voters is 
supported by, for example:  
  
- cancellation of public 

transport/change of routes on 
election day;  

- prohibition of taxis from operating 
on election day;  

- abrupt change of polling stations 
on election day;  

- lack of information on how the 
voting process should look like.
